COMMUNITY/MERCHANT DOWNTOWN EVENT REQUEST:

Ms. Donnell Jarman of Jarman Cap & Sportswear came before the board representing the Downtown Merchants expressing their desire to have a community/merchant event to include arts, crafts, yard sale items, entertainment, antique car show, food, etc.  The event would be held on Saturday, November 6, 2010 from 8:00 am until 7:00 pm.  In order to hold the event, they are requesting for a portion of N. Wilmington St. and Hargett Street to be closed off.  They are also requesting police patrols for the event. Mr. Whitehead stated that if it is approved by the Board he will e-mail DOT with a letter of request to closed those portions of the streets for the event.
